Deregulation of the passenger rail market in Sweden is taking another important step
forward on 1 July when weekend rail services are deregulated. Veolia Transport is first
out of the blocks with the first Stockholm-Malmg service that will start as early as the
first weekend in July. Veolia Transport has chosen Hector Rail to provide the
locomotive power for this service from now and into the autumn.
